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COURSE DESCRIPTION

This is a unique course covering an in-depth introduction on human health risk assessment. The methodology on how-to conduct a risk assessment plus case scenarios will provide the attendees with: 1) an historical perspective on risk assessment; 2) an in-depth analysis of risk assessment process required by the major regulatory programs in the US (i.e. RCRA, CERCLA, etc.); 3) the scientific bases and recent refinements in the risk assessment process; and 4) several “hands on” class participation examples of how to conduct a human health risk assessment.  

COURSE STRUCTURE

The one day course will start instructive in classroom style and will close with an update on current topical issues related to risk assessment and management. The course is now also available over our EEI LIVE WEB in a three and a half hour session, including a question and answer period.
