The medical considerations of a mass casualty event, whether natural or manmade, places great operational stress on medical facilities and public health institutions. These events, whether SARS, Avian Flu or Smallpox require operational regimes well outside of normal health facility functions. The planning considerations for mass casualty handling and storage, contaminated remains, staff personal and family protection, law enforcement requirements for security and evidence preservation and many more, can become overwhelming.
Under the auspices of two of the most medical emergency planners in the world, this two day workshop covers all areas of medical planning and procedure. The intent of the workshop is to provide thoughtful consideration, even provocative conjecture, as to the best means of dealing with events of this scale.
